The evil servant represents lukewarm Christians caught up in the cares of this world, and they are not watching and beckoning for the return of the Bridegroom. They actually delay the return of the Bridegroom in their own minds, since they are NOT longing for his return. They will be separated at the Firstfruits Rapture. The following are actual quotes from Sardis Christians regarding the return of Jesus:

“I hope it doesn’t happen too soon. I want to get married and have children first.”

“There is a part of me that hopes it does happen soon.”

“We should not be praying for Jesus to return. We have too many people we have to save first.”

“I hope it doesn’t happen too soon. I want to expand my business.”

“No man knows the day or hour, so we should not concern ourselves with the time of Jesus’ return.”

The above statements represent the primary attitude of Sardis Christians, and they are all in complete opposition to what the Christian’s attitude should be in regard to the return of Jesus.

(2 Tim 4:8 KJV)  Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me at that day: and not to me only, but unto all them also that love his appearing.
  No Man Knows the Day & Hour!

“Watch, ye therefore, and pray always that ye may be accounted worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass...”(Luke 21:36)
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No Man Knows the Day & Hour!

(Mark 13:32 KJV)  But of that day and that hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son, but the Father.
This one Scripture verse is the only verse that numerous Christians can quote regarding Bible prophecy and the return of Jesus Christ for his bride. This verse is often quoted and then the Christian states “Therefore, we do not need to concern ourselves with the time of Jesus’ return.” The next verse in this passage is not quoted and is completely ignored by the majority of Christians. It is as follows:

(Mark 13:33 KJV) Take ye heed, watch and pray: for ye know not when the time is.
Therefore, the majority of Christians use verse 32 above as an excuse for ignoring Bible prophecy, and especially the Scriptures that pinpoint the time of Jesus’ return for those Christians who are diligently watching and praying for the return of Jesus Christ for his bride.

The majority of Christians alive today are among the Five Foolish Virgins who are asleep in regard to the return of Jesus Christ. They are neither interested in nor concerned about the time of Jesus’ return. Therefore, they will be among the Five Foolish Virgins who will be awakened at the Midnight Cry, and will be caught unawares when Jesus comes as a thief to them. Jesus will come as a thief to the Sardis church. The Sardis church represents the Protestant churches that came out of the Reformation. This includes Baptist, Methodist, Presbyterian and Lutheran churches. Please note what Jesus had to say to the church of Sardis:

(Rev 3:1-3 KJV)  And unto the angel of the church in Sardis write; These things saith he that hath the seven Spirits of God, and the seven stars; I know thy works, that thou hast a name that thou livest, and art dead. {2} Be watchful, and strengthen the things which remain, that are ready to die: for I have not found thy works perfect before God. {3} Remember therefore how thou hast received and heard, and hold fast, and repent. If therefore thou shalt not watch, I will come on thee as a thief, and thou shalt not know what hour I will come upon thee.

This should be clear. Sardis Christians are not watching for the return of Jesus, and Jesus will come upon them as a thief. They will not know the day and hour of Jesus’ return because THEY DID NOT WATCH.

The great majority of Christians are virtually ignorant on the Scriptures that deal with Bible prophecy and the return of Jesus Christ for his bride. They are primarily ignorant about the three aspects of Jesus’ return as Bridegroom, Lord and King. He will first return at midnight for his bride. This is when He returns as a thief to the majority of the Church. He will then return as Lord to remove the Main Body of the Church who was asleep at the first aspect of his return. Jesus will then return as King to the Jews and Gentiles who are saved during the tribulation period. The three aspects of Jesus’ return will be sequential and will take place respectively at the beginning, pre-wrath, then end of the tribulation period.

The bride of Christ is among the Five Wise Virgins who are watching and beckoning for the return of Jesus. The Main Body of Christians is among the Five Foolish Virgins, totally disinterested in the prophetic Scriptures. The “evil servant” who delays the return of the Bridegroom in his own mind represents the Main Body of Christians. The following passages of Scripture distinguish the faithful and WISE servant from the evil servant:

(Mat 24:40-42 KJV)  Then shall two be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other left. {41} Two women shall be grinding at the mill; the one shall be taken, and the other left. {42} Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your Lord doth come.

It is absolutely critical for Christians to understand that the two in the field and the two women at the mill are ALL CHRISTIANS. The only difference between them is that one is WATCHING and the other is NOT WATCHING. The passage continues as follows:

(Mat 24:43-44 KJV)  But know this, that if the goodman of the house had known in what watch the thief would come, he would have watched, and would not have suffered his house to be broken up. 

{44} Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an hour as ye think not the Son of man cometh.

The “house” in verse 43 above is the household of faith (i.e., the Church). “The goodman of the house” represents the pastors and leaders in the Church. If the Church pastors and leaders had known in which watch the thief would come, they would have been ready and not allowed the Church to be split up. This prophecy will be fulfilled. The Thief will come and remove that which is most valuable to him. That will be the bride of Christ. The remainder of the Church will be “cut asunder” or separated in accordance with the remainder of this passage of Scripture:

(Mat 24:45-50 KJV)  Who then is a faithful and wise servant, whom his lord hath made ruler over his household, to give them meat in due season? {46} Blessed is that servant, whom his lord when he cometh shall find so doing. {47} Verily I say unto you, That he shall make him ruler over all his goods. {48} But and if that evil servant shall say in his heart, My lord delayeth his coming; {49} And shall begin to smite his fellowservants, and to eat and drink with the drunken; {50} The lord of that servant shall come in a day when he looketh not for him, and in an hour that he is not aware of, {51} And shall cut him asunder, (i.e., separate him) and appoint him his portion with the hypocrites: there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.
